Parking for the Parade Participants is BEHIND Southwoods Executive Center.   TRANSIT BUS SERVICE  will provide shuttle 
service to the staging areas prior to the Parade beginning at 11:15 AM.   PARKING IS NOT PERMITTED IN FRONT OF THE 
BOARDMAN TOWNSHIP GOVERNMENT BUILDING, TOD AVENUE o r McCLURG ROAD.    The shuttle will drop off 
Parade participants near their assigned line-up area.   A  Parade Marshal with a “Golf Cart” shuttle will be available from the 
bus drop off point to the line-up area for handicapped individuals only.

All Awards will be presented at the POST PARADE PARTY which will be held at the Operating Engineers Hall, 291 McClurg 
Road.   The Hall Doors will open at 1:30 PM.    Awards that are not picked up at the POST PARADE PARTY will be available 
by calling 330-402-5275.  The County Mayo will perform and John Reardon, Ohio Superintendent of Financial Institutions will 
serve as Master of Ceremonies.
